


2010 RE/MAX Referral Contest Rules

1.
CONTEST PERIOD:  The 2010 RE/MAX Referral Contest (“Contest”) will begin at 12:00:01am on Tuesday, June 1, 2010 and ends at 11:59:59 p.m. Eastern Time on Tuesday, August 31, 2010 (“Contest Period”).  The Sponsor for this Contest is The Toronto‑Dominion Bank (“TD”).

2.
ELIGIBILITY: The Contest is open only to individual registered RE/MAX Sales Associates and/or Broker Owners affiliated with RE/MAX Ontario-Atlantic and/or RE/MAX of Western Canada (excluding any RE/MAX Sales Associates operating in Alberta or Quebec), who are legal residents of Canada, and who are of the age of majority in their province of residence.

HOW TO PARTICIPATE:
Entrants:  “Entrant” means the name of the person on the entry ballot as generated pursuant to sections 3 and 4 of the Rules.
A)
Mortgage Entries: 1 (one) entry into the Contest will be generated each time all of the following conditions are met:
i) A customer is referred to a TD Canada Trust Mobile Mortgage Specialist;

ii) A TD Canada Trust residential mortgage or Home Equity Line of Credit (“Mortgage”), of not less than $50,000, is approved or funded by TD Canada Trust no later than 5 (five) business days after the end of the Contest Period. Mortgages submitted for pre-approval by TD Canada Trust by this date will not qualify;

iii) The Mortgage is approved through a TD Canada Trust Mobile Mortgage Specialist. Mortgages approved through a branch of TD Canada Trust or approved through any means other than a TD Canada Trust Mobile Mortgage Specialist, will not qualify;

iv) The Mortgage must be secured against “residential” real estate (as defined by TD Canada Trust’s lending policy/criteria);

v) The Mortgage is approved under the normal lending policies/criteria of TD Canada Trust and in the normal fashion; and,
vi) All names are clearly indicated on all documentation.

TD reserves the right: 1) to audit the Mortgage transaction, referral, approval, and/or application to validate the accuracy of the information submitted, and 2) to disqualify any entry, in the event of any discrepancy. B)
